The graduating class of 2012 will be the last eligible for a full in state tuition 

waiver based on AIMS scores of ñexceedsò coupled with a 3.5 GPA.  What does 
this mean for the future of merit aid at our in state universities? 
 

Our in state universities have always given generous merit awards based on GPA 
combined with test scores from the PSAT/SAT and ACT tests.  If you are cur-

rently in grades 9 through 11 you should make preparation for the SAT and/or 
ACT a part of your academic life. 

 
Because the National Merit program offers substantial scholarship benefits at a 
number of universities, including our in state schools, taking the PSAT in October 

of your junior year marks the beginning of serious college testing.  Following the 
11th grade PSAT with preparation for SAT and/or ACT testing in the Spring of jun-

ior year is the next step.  Itôs a good idea to take at least two real tests during 
your junior year. 
 

Why is taking the SAT or ACT in the second semester of junior year so impor-
tant?  Many scholarship applications will ask for test scores, if you donôt test 

early you wonôt have any scores to report and wonôt be able to apply to certain 
programs with early deadlines.  Most people seem to improve with practice so 
testing early leaves you time and opportunity to improve your scores; if you wait 

to test you wonôt have time to remediate any weak areas. 
 

In an ideal world none of your extra-curricular activities would ever overlap and 
you would be able to get a good nightsô sleep before every testing session; in the 
real world there are conflicts with performances, sporting events, school finals 

and family vacations ï not to mention the unexpected cold or flu, migraine, bro-
ken bone or ankle sprain than can drain your energy and divert attention to 

eclipse a potentially high test score.  It makes sense to test early so that when 
things go wrong only the test score on that day suffers the negative impact ï 
rather than your overall merit scholarship potential because you have left your-

self only one testing opportunity before the deadline closes. 
 

The reduction of the AIMS tuition waiver closes one chapter in Arizonaôs quest to 
find the best way to reward academic merit at state universities; other avenues 
remain and will no doubt be modified by the universities to meet their academic 

goals for their freshman classes.  The SAT/ACT option and multiple test dates of-
fer opportunities to earn rewards for hard work and make college far more af-

fordable for many students, do your best to take advantage of this option!
